10 is a rear perspective view of the pedicure spa includ-
ing a side panel shown in broken lines attached thereto,
whereby the side panel is shown for environmental purposes
only and forms no part of the claimed design, and whereby the
broken lines of the pedicure spa form no part of the claimed
design.
